Dear Editors-in-Chief of Functional Foods in Health and Disease (FFHD),
I am pleased to submit original research article entitled “Antibacterial and Antioxidant Activity of Fermented Fruit-Based Juice by Lactic Acid Bacteria and its Biotransformation” written by Wanida Laosee, Duangporn Kantachote, Worrapanit Chansuwan, Chakree Thongraung, and Nualpun Sirinupong.

In this manuscript, we found that the production of a novel functional fermented fruit-based juice (FFJ) showed an excellent growth capacity with 8 log CFU/mL of probiotics, Lactobacillus plantarum TISTR 1465 and Lactobacillus salivarius TIST 1112 in tropical mixed fruit juice, pineapple (Ananas comosus L. Merr) and winter melon (Benincasa hispida Cogn). Study showed that the FFJ exhibited increasing its biological activity including antibacterial against a pathogen, Salmonella Typhi DMST 22842 and antioxidant capacity which was benefit for health-promoting. The FFJ exhibited such antibacterial and antioxidant capacity this due to the fermentation cause biotransformation of chemical substance presented in fruit juice by LAB formed bioactive compounds which was not only improves fruit flavor and aroma but also influences antibacterial and antioxidant activity as well. In parallel to their high antioxidant activity and antipathogen, the FFJ had a reduced sugar content and suitable carriers for prebiotics and probiotics. Therefore, FFJ can be served as probiotic beverage and be a functional fermented drink for non-diary consumption and vegan.
